The particular design of ReporteR offers an optimal  
repetitive spectra acquisition with superior S/N ratio.

To improve the measurement of samples there are 
three different sampling tools available which enable
optimum spectrum acquisition under varying condi-
tions. 

Without needing to expose himself to a direct 
contact with the compounds, the user can obtain an 
enhanced fi ngerprint spectrum from enclosed sub-
stances in most transparent plastic sachets or glass 
vials using one of the three optical collection attach-
ments.

An easy design and a simple menu offer the possibi-
lity of viewing the taken spectrum prior to the iden-
tifi cation. The clear advantage is that the user may 
optimize the sampling and therefore also improve 
the identifi cation results.
 
Collected fi eld data can be analyzed at any moment
using the dedicated software. Besides full instru-
ment control and calibration, the software also 
allows, comparing the collected spectrum with other 
library entries, overlapping different spectra, issuing 
automatic reports, among other special features.
